Presents $4,700 to Oakland Pet Fund 
Money raised in three-day Mega Garage Sale will go to low-income pet owners
 

White Lake, MI, July 10, 2008 – The money came in sometimes a dollar or a quarter at a time, but by the end of the Pet Supplies “Plus” and Nooters Club Mega Garage Sale, the event had raised more than $4,700 for low-income pet owners in Oakland County.  
The garage sale, which took place next to the White Lake Twp. Pet Supplies “Plus” store, featured thousands of toys, clothing items, books, furniture, electronic devices and more.  A check from the three-day sale was recently presented to Oakland Pet Fund that will use the money for its low-cost spay and neuter program. 
Oakland Pet Fund is a non-profit organization that aims to make Oakland County a “no more homeless pets” community. An integral part of this is providing low-cost and no-cost spays neuters and vaccinations so that more people can afford a pet.  Other programs include educational and community activities that help encourage responsible, safe pet ownership. 

 “As pet owners ourselves we understand how important it is to other pet lovers to ensure the health and wellness of their animals," said Deborah Schutt, chair of Oakland Pet Fund.  “We are very grateful to Pet Supplies “Plus” and to Nooters Club for their hard work in making this event such a success.”

The Mega Garage Sale was the brainchild of Addy Shattuck, owner of  Pet Supplies “Plus” stores in White Lake Twp. and Bloomfield Hills.  Shattuck put together the event along with Linda Wasche, president of Nooters Club which promotes pet spay and neuter through its whimsical apparel and gift line.
"With the slow economy, lots of people were looking for bargains,” Shattuck said. “Ultimately, our goal is to help reduce the number of homeless pets in Oakland County.  At the same time, we wanted to educate residents about the importance of getting their pet spayed or neutered.”

Literature on the health and behavioral benefits of pet spay and neuter was distributed at the sale along with scheduled dates for upcoming Oakland Pet Fund spay and neuter clinics. 

Will they do it again next year?  
“Sure,” Shattuck said.  “As long as we can recover from unpacking all those boxes!”
